Remembering a former member 
contributed by Suzanne Conrad 

Maria DiGiacomo 

98 year old Maria DiGiacomo, began her service to others in 
Africa and India teaching village workers and setting up 
nutritional units and studies to improve the wellbeing and 
status of women and children. Maria spoke of wanting to 
live to be 100.  Sadly, she did not quite make it to 100, but 
she did, as she said, “live a rich and meaningful life”. 
 

Armed with the expertise she acquired working with the 

UN and the governments of Africa and India, she returned 

to the states, Philadelphia and eventually Cape May County 

to continue her mission. Maria became a longtime resident 

of Sea Isle City, her home community. In Sea Isle City, she 

became a member of her local church, the school board, 

the recreation commission, the PTA, and helped to 

organize a Sea Isle City after school program, with funding 

by a county grant.  

In 2010 she was awarded First Annual Blue Ribbon Award 

by the family support agency, Caring for Kids, which was 

incubated out of the AAUW CMC Chapter’s Women’s and 

Children’s conferences.  Maria had been a major supporter 

and a volunteer for Caring for Kids since it began 15 years 

previous to her award. By the time of her death, Maria had 

personally touched the very lives of the many families that 

Caring for Kids served and serves. (see related press 

release)  

As mentioned, Maria had been a teacher in Africa and 

India, beginning there to expand her vision of improving 

the dietary status and wellbeing of women and children. 

She was also a teacher at Cape May County Vocational 

School  and nutritional consultant to  the CMC County and 

Philadelphia, Senior Citizen Nutritional Program, and 

worked in Philadelphia and Cape May County as a nutrition 

consultant.  

In 1991, Maria was the first recipient of the Alice Stokes 

Paul Award by the Cape May County Commission on the 

Status of Women, which she also was instrumental in 

establishing. In the past, she also was recognized for her 

work in establishing Women, Infant and Children (WIC), in 

Philadelphia and Cape May County; and was responsible 

for founding the county’s Coalition Against Rape and Abuse 

(CARA), where she served as its first director. She was a 

volunteer in the Cape May County Human Services Agency, 

Counsel of Mental Health, Alcohol and Drug Abuse Board, 

and Cape Atlantic Children’s Mental Health Board. Maria 

was also appointed by Governor Jim Florio to serve as a 

Commissioner on the Child Life Protection Commission, 

which was empowered to act on grants from the Children’s 

Trust Fund to Prevent Child Abuse.  

Locally and along the way, Maria also received both the 

Cape May County Senior of the year award, as well as the 

NJ AAUW Woman of Change award.  As Maria said, she 

lived a rich and meaningful life...and we all were blessed by 

it and her.

SAGES - A Senior  Adult Program  
Who is eligible for the SAGES program? 
Atlantic and Cape May County Residents 60 years of age or older seeking to earn college credits are eligible to join the Atlantic 
Cape SAGES Program.  Senior adults who do not want to earn college credits can take workshops through Club 50 Plus for 
personal or professional development. 

 
What are the costs? 
SAGES memberships are free. As a member of SAGES, senior adults may enroll tuition-free in credit courses, when space is 
available. Although tuition and the activity fees are waived, any senior adult taking a college credit course will be assessed a 
general fee per credit hour, a one time application fee of $35 for those attending Atlantic Cape for the first time, plus any special 
fees which apply to specific courses. Please refer to the tuition and fees as indicated per course in the Schedule of Credit 
Classes.

How can I receive a SAGES membership? 

A SAGES membership may be obtained at any of the three Atlantic Cape campus locations. You must bring identification that 
indicates a date of birth and residency status, such as a driver’s license, or other state issued ID. You will then be issued a 
SAGES card. 
 
When can I register? 

SAGES students may register in person for credit courses on the last day of registration for the semester on a space-available 
basis. (This is the only day you can register, in person with SAGES card.) SAGES may register at any of the three campus 
locations: Mays Landing, Atlantic City, or Cape May County. No mail registrations will be accepted.  Courses in Nursing, Culinary 
Arts or Baking/Pastry, or class registrations submitted prior to the designated date are not eligible for a SAGES waiver. If taking 
a course which requires a Placement Test, please make arrangements to take the Test well in advance of the registration 
date.  Students who already have a degree (A.A., B.S., etc.) may be exempt from testing by providing a copy of their diploma 
or, or may request a waiver for one semester only if registering for personal development.
